   U.S. Tech Systems, Inc. has been in business since 2006 as a multi-

faceted technology company.  Over the last year they have transitioned 

into Age-In-Place Technology.  The reasons for this  transition were 

twofold.  The first is personal experience through dealing with aging 

family members.  They learned firsthand the time and effort it takes to 

care for aging loved ones.  The second was looking ahead at emerging and 

growth markets for new technologies.  The retiring baby boom generation 

is one of the largest segments of our population.  There are not enough 

care-givers or health care  providers to handle this large retiring work 

force.   

   Technology will play a major role in filling some of the gaps in this 

shortage of care providers.  Technology will enable people to live in their 

own homes for a longer period of time, reduce the stress of loved ones that 

are involved in care giving, increase the communication and information 

that flows between health care providers, family members and the ones 

being cared for.  It is the goal of U.S. Tech Systems to provide education 

and information to help people make a more informed decision when (not 

if) the time comes that they too will be making decisions concerning their 

loved ones.   Todayôs  presentation will cover the growth of this market, 

the  challenges  facing the health care industry and a few solutions to make 

these decisions easier.  

   The principal partner for U.S. Tech Systems, Inc. Nick Roehm grew up 

in Valdosta and graduated from Valdosta High School in 1985.  Shortly 

thereafter he served his country in the U.S. Navy receiving an honorable 

discharge four years later.

   Dr. Byun is more than just the president of DHU, he is also 

the founder.  Dr. Byun gave of his personal wealth to start 

Koreaôs first and only medical school that focuses on       

traditional oriental medicine.
